Artists must be available to drop off artwork 
between the dates of June 30, July 1-2, 5-6 and pick up between the dates of August 23 – 27, during 
regular business hours (Wednesday – Saturday 10am-4pm, Sunday 1pm-4pm) and by appointment. 
Artists must have their work ready to hang using gallery wire.

Your work may be photographed in 
the gallery setting for social media and press release promotions, with all efforts made to credit 
artists. We will not duplicate, use, or recreate any trademarked or original digital files or images 
without artist permission.

& journey of Mary Draper Ingles on July 28-30. Along with festivities, Glencoe Mansion Gallery will 
be hosting a reception to showcase the featured artists on Friday July 28th, from 5:30-7pm.
